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NORTH VALLEY WOMEN’S CLUB SUPPORTS DREAMCHASER PMU HORSE RESCUE AND REHABILITATION 
NEW RIVER, AZ  — It’s been said that if you give a horse what he needs, he will give you his heart in return. Recently, several members of the GFWC North Valley Women’s Club saw this for themselves when they visited the Dreamchaser PMU Rescue and Rehabilitation facility in New River. 
Dreamchaser PMU was created to rescue mares and foals that have been deemed no longer useful in the manufacture of the hormone replacement drug Premairin. The drug is made from the urine of pregnant mares. The foals, a byproduct of the process are usually shipped to European slaughterhouses to be butchered for human consumption. When the mares are no longer able to conceive, they too are auctioned off for slaughter.  Dreamchaser PMU purchases these discarded animals, feeds, houses and gentles them with the goal of placing them into permanent homes through its adoption program.

Two of the women on Saturday’s trip, Barbara Jordan and Tammy Buckallew have spent countless hours volunteering at the facility. On Saturday, they introduced the rest of the group to their special friends, the PMU mares and foals. During the day, the group learned a lot about the facility and what it takes to care for the horses. But the highlight was the actual hands-on grooming of the horses and the way the horses responded with obvious enjoyment to the attention they received, a fact the women found amazing given the cruelty they had previously suffered at the hands of humans.  
They were all touched by the gentle creatures they met that day and the work that is being done at Dreamchaser PMU to save them.
